Instructions for adding a new MAC (wireless device) to a Linksys wireless G router.

(These instructions may work for other makes or models of routers.)

First make sure that you are on a computer that’s already connected to the router and it has internet access.

Find your local IP gateway address:


Click start, All Programs, Accessories and Command Prompt

You’ll see a box that looks something like this:
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C:\Documents and Settings\marlon>.





In the box type the word “ipconfig” (without the quotes).

Hit the “Enter” key.  You’ll get some information.  Find your Default Gateway address.  It will normally be something like 192.168.x.1 (x being a number that could be between 1 and 254).  In the example below it’s 192.168.17.1 (The default is 192.168.1.1).

Once you have the gateway address write it down.  Open a web browser (in this case we’ll use Internet Explorer) and put that address into the address bar.  The address bar is the field near the top of the window where you normally type the web site address.  Ex: www.odessaoffice.com:
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Hit “Enter”.  This will bring up a login screen:
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The username stays blank.  Enter your password (or, if this is a new router, the default password is “admin” (no quotes)).  Then click on OK.  It will look something like this:
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Then click on the Wireless tab:
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Note:  If you have a NEW router it may have a screen that looks like this:
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Click on the Manual radio button (put a dot in the circle to the left of the word Manual) and it will look like my example.

Immediately below and to the right of the wireless tab you will see one that says Wireless MAC Filter.  Click on that.  You’re screen will now look like this:
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If the filter is already Enabled, click on disable and save your settings.  You can now connect your new laptop, Wii, iPhone etc.  Once that’s done click on Enable.
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Make sure to set it for Permit only NOT Prevent only.  (The default is prevent.)  Now click on Edit MAC Filter List.  It will now look something like this:
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Now click on Wireless Client MAC List.  Your screen will now look something like this:
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Put a check mark in the boxes on the right hand side.  If there are more wireless devices listed than you have in the house, unplug the power from the router, count to 10, plug it back in and start this process over.  Then click on the Update Filter List button.  You’ll now see something like this:
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Scroll to the bottom of the window and save your settings.  When it says Continue, click on the box.  You’ll come right back to the same window, click on the X in the top right corner of this window to close it.  Then double-check that you still have the system set to permit only.  If not, fix it.  Then click on Save Settings.  Close the window.

That’s it, you’re done!  Your system will still say that it’s not a secure network.  But it actually is, we just didn’t do it the Microsoft way….
